Artist Profile:  

Frank started turning spindles in 1977 and taught himself bowl turning in 1982. He took a class at Arrowmont

He joined the RMWT in 2005 and was treasurer in 2012 and 

2013, and president in 2014.

¶ Doug recommends to KISS ς Keep It Simple Stupid when turning hollow forms 

¶ Simple shape, simple materials, simple tools 

¶ Doug learned hollow forms in a 3 day class with David Ellsworth in Pennsylvania 
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¶ Doug made his long handle tools after the class with Ellsworth 

¶ Using a brand new Laguna 1836 lathe ς in stock for $2499 at Woodcraft, Loveland 

¶ Uses a Stanley center square to find the center on a piece of log 

¶ Prefers a cup center for the tail stock 

¶ Uses a spur center for the drive end 

¶ Starts at about 1,000 rpm with an Ellsworth grind 

¶ Squares the tail end with a gouge 

¶ Cuts tenon with a bowl gouge and a detail gouge to get the extremely clean corner and shoulder 

¶ Use tail stock for support as long as possible 

¶ Marks the Golden Mean for largest diameter @ 0.618 from the bottom of the piece 

¶ Usually sands to 180 on outside before hollowing 

¶ Uses a drill bit with Morse taper in tail stock to drill center hole at a slow speed 

¶ Hollows in the standard 5 steps 

¶ Likes the ability to move the drive motor on the Laguna lathe so he can work comfortably at the end of 

the lathe bed 

¶ Prefers green wood ς ƘŜ ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘ ǊƻǳƎƘ ǎƘŀǇŜ ƛǘ ŀƴŘ ƭŜǘ ƛǘ ǎŜǘ ŦƻǊ о ς 4 months, finishes the piece from 

the start 

¶ ¦ǎŜǎ пέ ǿƛŘŜ ǇƭŀǎǘƛŎ ǿǊŀǇ ƛŦ ƭŜŀǾƛƴƎ the piece on the lathe for a half to full hour 

¶ Uses straight tool for initial hollowing, pushing towards head stock 

¶ Beginners should start with simple shapes 

¶ .ŀǎŜ ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘ ƘŀǾŜ ǘƻ ōŜ ǎƳŀƭƭŜǊ ǘƘŀƴ ǘƘŜ ƻǇŜƴƛƴƎ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ Ƙƻƭƭƻǿ ŦƻǊƳ 

¶ Use offset cutter tool for finishing the inside cuts 

¶ Then uses a curved scraper head to smooth the inside 

¶ The smaller the tip the easier it is, but leaves a rougher surface on the inside 

¶ Final cut with a shear scraper round tip 

¶ Use the combination of tools that work best for you 

¶ Uses sanding disks on cordless drill for exterior sanding 

¶ 1st sanding must take all the tool marks before proceeding to the next finer grit 

¶ Uses plastic cone on head stock and brings up tail stock to clean up the base
